History of English Culture and
Literature I (5) 1

This course aims to familiarise students
with the historical, socio-cultural, political
and religious background of Britain as well
as the leading literary figures and genres
from the Old English period to the early
17th century.

Course Content: Introduction to English
Literature; Old English Period; Middle
English Period; Renaissance; Shakespeare
and The Drama.

Principles of Atatiirk and History of
TR.I(2)

This course aims at familiarising students
with the political and social conditions
during the foundation of the Republic of
Turkey. It aims at teaching Principles of
Ataturk and History of Revolutions while
highlighting the personality of Ataturk as a
statesman, soldier and a leader.

This course aims to provide students with
the basic knowledge of literary terms and
concepts which are essential for any course
that has to do with British Literature. Corse
Content: literary genres, literary devices,
figures of speech, elements of poetry and
prose, and drama

Academic Writing I (5)

This course aims to develop learners’
paragraph writing skills and to teach
different types of paragraphs. Course
content: Prewriting techniques, topic and
topic sentence supporting ideas, examples,
outlining, and narrative paragraph.

Dersin amaci dgrencilerin paragraf yazma
becerilerinin  gelistirilmesi ve ¢esitli
paragraf tiirlerinin &gretilmesidir.

Mythology (5)

The focus will be on literary representations
of myth, particularly in epic and tragedy, but
visual depictions of myth will also be
presented and discussed. The course
includes a survey ofthe major myths of
Greek, Roman, and Norse antiquity,
including the gods, heroes and heroines, and
the stories  these  cultures  told about
them. Within the course, students examine
the nature and  social  function
of mythology. A particular focus of the
course is the legacy of mythology in modern
literature and popular culture.

History of English Culture and
Literature II (5)

This course aims to familiarise students
with the historical, socio-cultural, political
and religious background of Britain as well
as the leading literary figures and genres
from the Old English period to the early
17th century.

Course content: The 17th Century English
Literature; Restoration and the 18th
Century; Romantic Age, Victorian
Literature; the 20th Century and After

This course aims to teach and apply
questioning, and reasoning with any kind of
issue to enable students to use critical
thinking perspective. Thus, the content
ranges from bestseller books to prominent
documentaries.

It is the
second stage of the Academic Writing I
course and continues with different
paragraph types such as descriptive
paragraph and expository paragraph.

Classical Literature (5)

The course covers the well-known epics and
texts from classic period that are widely
thought and discussed today. Related films
from the modern day are viewed and
discussed.

3rd semester

Introduction to Linguistics I (5)

This course aims to make students familiar
with language and linguistics and
introduces the basic concepts of phonetics.

Dersin amact dil ve dilbilim hakkinda
bilgilendirmek ayrica sesbilim ve
sesbilgisi temel kavramlarini tanitmaktir.

Short Story I (5)

In this course, the historical development of
the short story and the related terms to the
genre are examined. British, American,
Russian, French and Turkish forerunners of
the genre are introduced, and their mostly
anthologised works are identified, analysed
and compared.

American Literature I (5)

This course aims to introduce students the
cultural and historical backgrounds of the
United States and enable them to gain the
knowledge, skills and competence required
to understand, identify, evaluate and discuss
American literary history from early
colonial period to the second half of the 19th
century.

Bu dersin baglica amac1 Amerikan tarihi
ile Amerikan Edebiyat Gelenegi arasinda
bir paralellik kurarak, 17. yiizy1l erken
koloni donemi, 18. yiizyill ulusallasma
stireci ve 19. yilizy1l romantik geleneginin
gbze carpan eserlerini toplumsal yapi ve
edebiyat iligkisi ¢cergevesinde drneklemek
ve Amerikan kiiltiir ve edebiyatinin temel




unsurlar1  olan mitleri tamimak ve
tartismaktir.

18th Century British Novel (5)

In this course, the significant differences
between the novel in the 18th century and
the literary genres of previous ages are
introduced, and the cultural, economic and
social elements influential in the
development of the genre are evaluated. The
subgenres of the novel are examined
concerning the theoretical, philosophical
and social context of the period.

Medieval Literature (5)

This course introduces the Old English
period and its literature and continues with
Medieval English literature and its
historical, social and cultural contexts. The
relevant literary works of the period are
evaluated.

Bu derste, Anglo-Sakson donemi, tarihi
ve edebiyati tanitilir, Orta Cag Ingiliz
tarihi, kiiltiirli ve edebiyat1 hakkinda bilgi
verilir. Ayrica, Eski Ingiliz edebiyat1 ve
Orta Cag Ingiliz edebiyati yazar ve
eserlerinden &rnekler incelenir.

Research Techniques and Methods 1
®)

This course aims to provide students with
theoretical knowledge about basic research
methods. Topics include defining research
problems, conducting literature reviews,
developing hypotheses, types of research,
and ethical principles. The course
emphasizes the conceptual foundations of
qualitative and quantitative research
methods.

19th Century British Novel (5)

In this course, the technical and thematic
changes in the English novel until the 19th

social, economic, political and
philosophical features of the 19th century
English novels are analysed and discussed
in the light of their differences from the
18th-century novels. The relevant literary
works of the period are evaluated.

Research Techniques and Methods 11

This course aims to equip students with
practical skills in applying research
methods. It covers data collection
techniques (e.g., surveys, interviews,
observations), sampling methods, data
analysis techniques, and the use of tools
such as SPSS or NVivo. The course is
designed to develop methodological
competence for use in graduation projects
and future studies.

5th semester

19th Century British Drama (5)

The aim of this course is to provide students
with general knowledge and understanding
of the 19th century and its dramatic
movements, with respect to major social,
cultural, and historical developments of the
time, both in Britain and Europe. The course
begins with introductory lectures and
secondary source reading about the period
so that students can be familiar with issues
to be discussed throughout this course. The
introductory lectures are followed by close
study of selected plays.

Poetry and Prose in the 17th and 18th
Centuries (4)

In this course, the 17th century English
literature along with their historical, social
and cultural contexts, selected writers and
their works are analysed, discussed and
interpreted. And also,18th century English
literature, within the cultural, social and
historical contexts, the selected writers of
the period and their works are analysed,
discussed and interpreted.

English-Turkish Translation (4) -
Elective

The objective of the course is to teach the
students techniques of translation and to
give them opportunities to practice
translation at the sentence level.

becerisini kazandirmaktir. Ceviri
esdegerliginin saglanmasinda
sozdizimsel, anlamsal, kullanimsal ve
kiltiirel o6zellikler iizerinde farkindalik
yaratmaktir.

ELT Studies I (4) — Elective

The course aims to familiarise students with
topics such as the historical overview of
language teaching; Approaches to English
language teaching; evaluation of methods
and techniques in language teaching.

Community Services I (4) - Elective

The course addresses issues such as the
importance of community service practices;
preparing projects for determining the
current problems of the society and
recommending solutions; participating in
scientific activities such as panels,
conferences, congresses, symposiums as an
audience, speaker or organiser; voluntarily
participating in various projects within the
framework of social responsibility;
acquisition of essential knowledge and
skills to carry out community services at
schools.

Comparative Short Story 1 (4) —
Elective

This course aims to compare and contrast
the short stories of English literature with
the stories of Turkish literature and other
national literature. Students are expected to
examine and analyse the stories in depth.
Different stories are discussed in each
period.

Multicultural American Literature I
(4) - Elective

This course introduces students to the
foundations and historical development of
multiculturalism in American literature.
Through canonical texts by ethnically
diverse authors, themes such as identity,
belonging, migration, marginalization, and
cultural conflict are explored. Emphasis is
placed on close reading, critical thinking,
and  contextual  understanding  of
multicultural narratives.

Discourse Analysis I (4) - Elective

This course introduces students to the
foundational concepts of discourse analysis,
with a focus on the relationship between
discourse and identity. Key topics include
speech acts and identities, direct and
indirect speaking styles, and basic
interaction structures. Students are also
introduced to transcription techniques as a
means of analyzing spoken discourse.

Linguistics I (4) - Elective

The course aims to introduce the major
concepts and principles of pragmatics,
sociolinguistics and historical linguistics.

Bu dersin amac1 Edimbilim, toplumbilim
ve tarihsel biliminin temel kavram ve
ilkelerini tanitmaktir.

English Drama: 1300-1800 (4) -
Elective

The aim of this course is to provide students
with a comprehensive understanding of the

evolution of English dramatic forms,
themes, and theatrical practices from the
late Medieval Period through the eighteenth
century. This course will enable students to
critically analyse a diverse range of
dramatic texts within their historical, social,
and cultural contexts.

Bu dersin amaci, 6grencilerin Orta Cag
doneminden on sekizinci ylizy1l sonlarina
kadar Ingiliz dramatik formlarin,
temalarinin ve tiyatro uygulamalarinin
evrimini kapsamli bir sekilde
anlamalarim1 ~ saglamaktir.

Drama in the 20th Century and After
®)

be familiar with issues to be discussed
throughout this course. The introductory
lectures are followed by close study of
selected plays.

In this course, after introducing the English
Romanticism along with their historical,
social and cultural contexts, selected writers
and their works are analysed, discussed and
interpreted.

Contemporary British Novel (5)

characterisation. Students also discuss the
theoretical problems the novel has faced.

Students
conduct practical analyses of both spoken
and written texts, developing a nuanced
understanding of discourse in various social
and cultural contexts.

Literary Criticism I (5)

Selected plays from his earlier period are
studied in detail.

narratives. The course also enables the
student to categorise different translation
methodologies, to identify syntactic and
semantic  difficulties that may be
encountered during the translation of
different texts, to recognise and correct
translation mistakes, hence helping them to
acquire advanced translation skills.
